What is not included in 
the out-of-pocket limit? 

Premiums and health care this plan doesn’t 
cover. Even though you pay these expenses, they don’t count toward the out-of-pocket limit. 

Will you pay less if you 
use a network 
provider?

Be aware, your network provider  might use an out-of-network provider  for some services (such as 
lab work). Check with your provider before you get services. 

Do you need a referral  
to see a specialist? Yes. Requires written prior authorization. This plan  will pay some or all of the costs to see a specialist  for covered services but only ifyou
